Catharine Rogers graduated from Durham University, and worked for three years for the BBC in DAB Digital Radio. 
Catharine subsequently took a Postgraduate Diploma in Performance at Trinity College of Music where she was awarded prizes for opera, oratorio, lieder and early music and completed the Opera Course at the Royal Scottish Academy of Music and Drama in the summer of 2008 with performances as Fiordiligi, Così fan Tutte and Blanche, les Dialogues des Carmélites.  Whilst a student at the RSAMD she was the subject of a documentary in a series on divas for the Open University. She studies privately with Amanda Roocroft.

She is a soloist on a premiere recording of Folk Songs of the Four Seasons (Ralph Vaughan Williams) conducted by Sir David Willcocks, (Albion Records 2009).  She has recently sung a concert of Mozart, Haydn & Schubert with Paisley Philharmonic Choir. 
Her non-classical musical exploits include playing double bass in a pop band (The Mystery Fax Machine Orchestra), and she is the ‘Cream’ in the cabaret band Strawberry & Cream, singing and playing double bass and ukulele. 
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Last year Catharine sang the roles of Burgundy White, The Lovely Ladies for Opera Unlimited at the Buxton Festival and Ottavia, Poppea for OperaUpClose.
