Irish Mezzo-Soprano Martha Bredin completed her Master’s Degree in Performance at the DIT Conservatory of Music and Drama. She was awarded Opera Theatre Company’s Young Associate Artist in 2007-2008 and performed the role of Cherubino in OTC’s nationwide tour of The Marriage of Figaro. Also that year, Martha performed the role of Nancy in Benjamin Britten’s opera Albert Herring at the New National Theatre in Tokyo, Japan.  She has also performed the role of the Sorceress, and cover of Dido, Dido and Aeneas (Purcell|) for The Old Vic New Voices.

Martha completed two seasons with Glyndebourne Festival Opera where she sang the leading role of Amarela in the World Premiere of The Yellow Sofa, written by Glyndebourne’s composer in residence Julian Philips and understudied the role of Third Wood Sprite in Dvořák’s Rusalka. 
Oratorio work includes Bach’s Mass in B Minor, St John Passion, Christmas Oratorio and Magnificat  with the Dublin Bach Singers, University College Dublin Choral Society, Vivaldi’s Gloria with the Dundalk Choral Society, Handel’s Messiah  and Haydn’s Nelson Mass with the Irish Chamber Orchestra, Tallaght Choral Society, Rossini’s Messe Solennelle with the Tunbridge Wells Choral Society and Haydn’s Nelson Mass and Mozart’s Missa Brevis in C major, K220 with the Malcolm Sargent Festival Choir at St Alban’s Cathedral.
Martha has also performed in concert at the London Handel Museum, Dublin Handel Festival at St. Patrick’s Cathedral, Music for Wexford, Opera Gala at Shane Castle-Antrim, Farmleigh House, Kilruddery Garden Gala and an Opera Gala for the Carrick-On-Shannon Water Music Festival as well as live on BBC Radio 3’s ‘In Tune’ with Petroc Trelawny singing excerpts from The Yellow Sofa.

She returned to Glyndebourne Festival Opera last year where she performed the role of Apprentice, Die Meistersinger von Nürnberg and covered the role of Kitchen Boy, Rusalka and subsequently performed the role of Dinah, Trouble in Tahiti (Bernstein) for Wexford Festival Opera where she was awarded the Gerard Arnhold Award for Outstanding Performance.
Martha has recently covered the role of Apprentice, Die Meistersinger at the Royal Opera House.
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
