Richard Latham studied music at Cambridge and then went on to train at the Royal Academy of Music and the Royal Scottish Academy of Music and Drama.  Whilst at the RSAMD his roles included Harlekin, Ariadne auf Naxos, Guglielmo, Cosi fan Tutte, Pantalon, L’Amour des Trois Oranges, and Le Geôlier, Dialogues des Carmélites.

Since then, his operatic roles to date include the cover of Papageno, Garsington Opera;  Baritone, Aventures and Nouvelles Aventures, Charles Court Opera, King Hermann Augustus, Candide, Edinburgh International Festival, BBCSO (Robert Spano), The Guide, Death in Venice, Philharmonia, Royal Festival Hall, (Richard Hickox). Schaunard, La Bohème and Don Alfonso, Così fan tutte, Vignette Productions, Onegin, Dartington Opera and Father, Hänsel und Gretel, Julita Festival, Sweden.

Concert performances include Schumann's Szenen aus Goethes Faust with Stephen Cleobury and the Choir of King's College, Cambridge; Fauré Requiem with the Philharmonia Chorus and cantatas by Bach and his extended family with Richard Egarr and the Academy of Ancient Music at The Wigmore Hall.

He has appeared in masterclasses with Dalton Baldwin, Mark Padmore, Michael Chance (Britten-Pears Young Artist Programme), Ryland Davies, Donald Maxwell, Patricia MacMahon and, most recently, with Malcolm Martineau at the Edinburgh International Festival.

Future plans include Faure Requiem with the Southbank Sinfonia, reviving the role of Papageno for West Green Opera in 2012 and L’Orfeo with La Nuova Musica.            
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
