Sandra Porter was born in Edinburgh and studied at the Opera School, Royal College of Music, London, winning the Opera School Scholarship, and at the Britten-Pears School for advanced musical studies. She studies with Felicity Palmer

On leaving college she performed Dorabella, Cosi fan Tutte for Pavilion Opera and Opera Holland Park; Bianca, The Rape of Lucretia, Aldeburgh Festival; Cherubino, Le Nozze di Figaro, Surrey Opera; Annina, La Traviata, Opera Holland Park; Rosina, Il Barbiere di Siviglia, Carmen, Carmen for Opera on a Shoestring; Marcellina, (premiere of Giles Swayne’s Le Nozze di Cherubino) Co Opera; Queen Vaan, Columba (Kenneth Leighton), Glasgow Cathedral.

In chamber music and on the concert platform Sandra has been a soloist with The Chamber Group of Scotland; the BBC SSO; Sentieri Selvaggi; The Telemann Ensemble, and worked with composers and conductors including; James MacMillan, Sally Beamish, Roderick Bryden, Wyn Davies and Martyn Brabbins and with choirs and at festivals throughout Britain and abroad in Tokyo and Germany. She has commissioned, performed and recorded several new works for voice and piano and broadcast frequently for BBC Radio 3 and Radio Scotland.
